In his address, Mr
Schussler highlighted the state of the global
economy, emphasizing that world economic
indicators were predicting a recovery and in par-
ficular the recovery of the American economy in
the coming months. In respect of the South Afri-
can economy, Mr Schussler emphasized that
although the South African economy was lag-
ging behind the global economy, leading indi-
cators were showing signs that the road to re-
covery had commenced, but warning that it
would sfill take several months before reaching

normalization. Reflecting on the professional ser-

vices industry, Mr Schussler noted that this sector
had been particularly hard hit in the preceding
months, but that even this sector was starting to
show signs of recovery, with good signs of recov-
ery by 2010 showings and normalization pre-
dicted by 2011.

Following Mr Schussler, Me Violet Phatshoane,
Chair of the Phatshoane Henney Group, pro-
vided her annual report for the year 2008/9. In
her overview of the year she commented that
2009 had seen a direct focus by the group on
developing and enhancing strategic relation-
ships with important service providers and finan-
cial institutions o create potential new avenues
of revenue generation for firms and provide op-
portunities for the reduction of firm cost struc-
fures. She remarked that this focus had been
successful, with existing partnerships with Stan-
dard Bank, Nedbank and Investec continuing to
add value to memiber firms and new strategic

partnerships with Glenrand MIB, Vodacom and

Korbitec coming to fruition and also benefitting
